He has since been employed by the festival as repetiteur for their professional company; an employment that has led to John’s second appearance on BBC radio 3’s programme, In Tune, on which he accompanied Simon Buttriss and John Savournin. It is as an accompanist that John spends most of his time. He is a Piano Accompaniment Fellow at the Royal College of Music, and, as an accompanist, has worked with some of the top singers and teachers in the country, including Russell Smythe, Janis Kelly, Amanda Roocroft, Patricia McMahon, Dame Gwyneth Jones and many more. The opportunity to experience how so many different singers work has hugely informed John’s singing and his teaching.
