	Main inclusion criteria
	Advice on research activities

	Underpinning research
	Research that underpins investigations into the cause, development, detection, treatment and management of diseases, conditions and ill health
	This code group is for all types of research into ‘normal’ functions and processes in ‘healthy’ humans or systems.
Excludes research where the main aims relate to investigation of the cause, development, prevention, detection, treatment or management of a disease or condition.

	Aetiology
	Identification of determinants that are involved in the cause, risk or development of disease, conditions and ill health
	Identification and characterisation of determinants that are involved in the cause, risk and development of diseases or conditions. This includes most epidemiological research including studies aimed at understanding behaviours.
Excludes investigation of the mechanism of action of treatments (see 5 Treatment Development or 6 Treatment Evaluation) or studies relating to health services (see 8 Health Services).

	Prevention of disease and conditions, and promotion of well-being
	Research aimed at the primary prevention of disease, conditions or ill health, or promotion of well-being
	This code group is for the promotion of health or primary prevention of diseases or conditions in healthy people or people without a pre-existing condition. These are frequently interventions.
Interventions aimed at individuals ‘at risk’ but who do not yet have a condition can be coded in this category
Includes policy, trial, education and evaluation studies that are aimed at health promotion or disease prevention.
Excludes secondary prevention research which will usually be covered in the 6 Treatment Evaluation or 7 Disease Management code groups.

	Detection, screening and diagnosis
	Discovery, development and evaluation of diagnostic, prognostic and predictive markers and technologies
	Includes research where the main aim is to develop diagnostic or prognostic tests for clinical use.
Excludes development of lab techniques and tools for basic research.
Excludes basic research using imaging or detection techniques in the methodology, where the primary aim of the research is not to develop clinical tests.

	Evaluation of treatments and therapeutic interventions
	Testing and evaluation of therapeutic interventions in clinical, community or applied settings
	Research coded within this code group should involve patients in the testing and evaluation of therapies or be in a clinical or applied setting.
Note not all trial evaluation is in 6 Treatment Evaluation, only if the trial relates to treatment evaluation.
Clinical trials in this category will often involve an economic evaluation and quality of life component. Unless one of the primary aims of these trials is assessing quality of life or health economics, just code for the therapy under investigation.

	Management of diseases and conditions
	Research into individual care needs and management of disease, conditions or ill health
	This code group is about management of disease from an individual and not an institutional or organisational perspective. There occasionally may be overlap with 8 Health Services and this should be double coded as appropriate.

	Health and social care services research
	Research into the provision and delivery of health and social care services, health policy and studies of research design, measurements and methodologies
	Encompasses all research on the provision and delivery of health and social care services. It includes health care delivery and organisation from a health service perspective.




SMEs (Small, Medium enterprises)

The UK government definition of SMEs encompasses micro (less than 10 employees and an annual turnover under £2 million), small (less than 50 employees and an annual turnover under £10 million) and medium-sized (less than 250 employees and an annual turnover under £50 million) businesses
