Expectations for students
As explained in the offer holder and programme delivery letter to you, the delivery of our programme for the next academic year will be a mix of online and blended delivery.

Our Autumn term core teaching will be delivered fully online. 

Unless the UK or your home country public health guidance precludes it, you will be expected to be in the UK/London in the Spring Term and attend on-campus teaching from January onwards. On-campus teaching is likely to be scheduled at the St Marys, Charing Cross and South Kensington campuses. 

If we are unable to schedule any on-campus teaching, we will be prepared to continue to deliver the programme fully online
This mode of delivery will require you to be set up for success and ensure you have access to certain technologies and devices, in order to engage with/access teaching and live sessions from where you are based globally.

Limitations
Depending on your exact location, you may encounter an IP or payment purchase block when attempting to enrol in or otherwise access a Coursera course. Such restrictions are imposed by certain countries and limit the access to such sites and platforms like Coursera and Blackboard. As a result, enrolled students from within countries which impose restrictions, such as China, are likely to experience access issues and challenges. 
Whilst we accept applications from these countries, applicants/students are expected to check and assure they can manage these restrictions and appropriately engage in the degree programme and learning experience.
